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The Lord’s Prayer Petition Two

“Your Kingdom Come, Your Will Be Done,

On Earth as it is in Heaven”

P rayer is not an attempt to change God. Rather, prayer
is letting God change us. When we say the words,
“Your will be done,” we are surrendering our plans for
God’s and trusting that He knows what is best. When we
pray, “Your Kingdom Come,” we are desiring to become
more like the King of that Kingdom, Jesus Christ. When
we recite, “on earth as it is in heaven,” we are asking to be
empowered by the Holy Spirit to change the world.

The Good News is that God has a plan. When we
connect with the one who has the plan we have peace. We
have peace because we can trust that God had a reason for
our past. We have peace because we know that God has an
agenda for the future. Prayer gives us a peace that surpass-
es understanding because we are placing our trust in the
One who gives all life its purpose.

Prayer helps us understand our purpose. Each of
us has a role to play in God’s story. However, without
prayer it is difficult to know what it is that God wants
from us. Throughout the Gospels, Jesus is continually

praying, seeking out what our Heavenly Father wants him
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to do next. While in prayer, Jesus was led by the Spirit to
the desert to begin his ministry and He was led by the
Spirit to the Cross to complete it. Likewise we must rely
on God each moment, in prayer, to know what we must do
next to advance His Kingdom.

History is scarred with atrocities committed by
people thinking they are doing God’s will. When we speak
about doing God’s will, we must see it through the lens of
Jesus Christ. The Goods News is that Jesus reveals to us
what the Kingdom of God looks like. I can tell you with
confidence that God’s will is not about amassing power
but is rather about service, because Jesus the King came to
serve; not to be served. | can say with authority that killing
others in the name of God is wrong because Jesus didn't go
around murdering people to establish the Kingdom of
Heaven. Rather, Jesus was murdered for our sake to inau-
gurate God’s Kingdom. Nothing we say or do should con-
tradict the lifestyle of Jesus Christ. If it does then it is not
part of God’s will.

Oftentimes, we know what we have to do but are
unable to do it. Prayer gives us the strength and wisdom to
live a Christ-like life. Without prayer, we would be cut off
from the very source that gives us the ability to build
God’s Kingdom. When we pray we commune with the

Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit helps us carry out God’s will



by giving us spiritual gifts. These gifts are not ours to
keep, but are given to us to give to others. For example,
the person who has the gift of preaching must preach to
others. The person who has knowledge must share it with
others. In using the spiritual gifts we receive from the Ho-
ly Spirit, we find our purpose.

At the end of the day, if prayer is not making us
more like Jesus Christ, we are speaking into the air. Prayer
is about God changing us to become more and more like
His Son, Jesus Christ. When we find ourselves praying
like Jesus, we find ourselves becoming more like Him.
When we pray the way Jesus prayed to our Father, we
begin find that we each have a role to play in carrying out

our God’s heavenly will here on earth.

Father in Heaven, help us see your will with clari-
ty. Let us delight in doing what you want us to do, not
what our selfish desires want. Help us understand that
your plans are greater then ours. We cannot accomplish
anything worthwhile in our short lives apart from you.
Send your Holy Spirit upon us, to empower us, to transfig-
ure us into servants of your eternal Kingdom. Let your
Kingdom reign on this earth. In the name of King Jesus,
Amen.
