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The Church Dance

“You have turned my mourning into dancing...”
—Psalm 30:10

God is Father, God is Son and God is Holy
Spirit. Three persons, one God is the
proclamation of the church. But how can something be
three and one? Many teachers have come up with
analogies to help us understand this paradox. Common
examples are comparing the Trinity to an equilateral
triangle or a three leaf clover, expressing three parts
equal to the whole. Another metaphor is identifying
God with the different states of water. Water can be a
liquid, solid or a gas. Each appearance is drastically
different from one another but all three are made of
the same substance.

My favorite analogy, which answered some of
my doubts when I was a skeptic of Christianity, is
comparing the Trinity to the sun. God the Father is
like the sun in the sky, but we cannot know that the
sun is there without the sunlight. Jesus Christ is the
light that enables us to see God. The warmth and ener-
gy that one receives from the sun-rays is like the Holy
Spirit. The sun, the light and the energy are from the
same source.



I would like to reflect on another image and
say that the Trinity is like an Armenian line-dance.

For a successful Armenian line-dance you need a cho-
reographer, a lead dancer, and a musician. The chore-
ographer is the one who creates the movements of the
dance. God the Father is like the choreographer who
sets the stage for the dance to take place. For a line-
dance you need a dancer who is able to lead the people
and make the choreographer’s intention come to life.
Jesus Christ is like the lead dancer who can execute
the choreographer’s dance perfectly.

Another key ingredient to a thriving Armenian
line-dance is having the right music. Music is what
holds a dance together. Without the right song, the
choreographer is unable to coordinate the dance. With-
out the right music, the dancer is unable to get the tim-
ing of the dance. The Holy Spirit is like a musician
who creates the perfect melody, empowering the danc-
er to keep rhythm and reveal the choreographer’s crea-
tion to the audience. In the act of dancing, the work of
the choreographer, dancer and musician come together
in complete harmony.

The Good News is that we are invited to join
God’s dance. We are called to leave our insecurities
behind and take a leap onto the dance floor. Jesus
Christ is the leader, in front of the line with the hanker
-chief, with the church following his footsteps. Christ
Jesus patiently instructs his followers, holding the
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hands of his church until they are able to learn the
moves correctly. We also have the help of the Holy
Spirit, who gets the church in sync with the tune of
God’s rhythm. And finally, there is the joy of our
Heavenly Father who sees His children dancing, pink-
ies-linked, celebrating their acceptance into the family.
