York. It has been a true honor to be part of our 118-year-
old mission of building Jesus Christ’s church in Manhat-
tan. This past month, I have reflected on how things have
been going. I have realized some of my shortcomings as a
rookie pastor: I hope to grow in love and understanding. |
would like to thank everyone who has given me construc-
tive criticism and unconditional support along the way as
we carry on in serving God together.

There have been signs of spiritual and numeric
growth this past year. Weekly church attendance has dou-
bled. Church was even well-attended in the summer. With
hope, this trend will continue as we welcome newcomers
into our community.

Weeknight activities have been added in the form
of Bible studies and worship services. Tuesday night Bible
study has been my favorite time of the week. We start the
evening with a family meal and a time of sharing about our
week. Then we read the Scriptures and engage in deep dia-
logue. Finally, we close the evening with prayer. We have
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also incorporated a Friday night worship service in which
there is contemporary worship music, a short message, and
prayer. This year, instead of having it on a weekly basis,
we have decided to hold it once at the end of each month.

The new Armenian Evangelical Church website is
up and running. Please visit our site, AECNYC.org. The
new website has already brought considerable publicity for
our church. More importantly, it is designed to enable peo-
ple to connect with us easily. The content of the site will be
updated regularly with new events, pictures, sermons and
Tertig articles. That is correct! The Tertig is online and you
can view this article as well as recent Tertig publications
on the website.

Utilizing the talent that NYC attracts, we will keep
hosting concerts that support artists as well as a good
cause. This past year we held two benefit concerts for the
Avedisian School, which is a state-of-the-art secondary
school in one of the poorest areas of Yerevan. We look
forward to holding additional benefit concerts that will
help those in need.

One of the special aspects of our church is the way
in which we are globally networked. We will persist in our
prayers for and support of our churches in the Middle East.
This coming October, I will represent our church on a trip
to Yerevan with the Armenian Missionary Association of
America. | will be there to preach, attend the official open-

ing of the Avedisian School, participate in the ordination



service of new Armenian Evangelical pastors, and connect
with other mission organizations in our developing coun-
try. I will come back with information on projects and
causes in Armenia that are worth assisting. Also, I hope to
establish a “sister church” relationship with one of the new
evangelical churches there.

From January 9th to the 11th, we will be hosting
the Armenian Evangelical Youth Fellowship Plus confer-
ence. It is a retreat for young professionals. People from all
over North America will come to spend a weekend at our
church for the sake of spiritual nourishment and connect-
ing with other Armenian evangelicals. By God’s grace,
this will be the first of many conferences!

As we approach the 100th year since the Armenian
genocide, we will focus much of our energy on the topic of
genocide. It is tragic that such evil continues to occur to-
day. Throughout 2015, we will organize and cosponsor
events revolving around education concerning and advoca-
cy for Armenian genocide recognition in the United States.

I want to thank all of the Tertig readers who partic-
ipate in the life of our church from afar. I ask for your
prayers for our church here in New York, that we will be
blessed and empowered by the Holy Spirit as we seek for

God’s will to be done on earth as it is in heaven.
