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On the Absolute Trustworthiness of God

One of God’s most marvelous gifts to us is His
trustworthiness. He is our strong tower
(Proverbs 18:10), our secure refuge, our savior, and the
one who invites us to cast all our cares and anxieties on
Him (1 Peter 5:7).

What does it mean that God is trustworthy?
The way I understand it, God deserves our trust be-
cause of the combination of His truth and His love.
Whatever it may mean in the abstract, the statement in
John 8:26 that “the one who sent [Jesus] is true” points
to the fact that God is reliable. There is an ideological,
if not etymological, link between truth and trust. What
is true merits trust, and God is true. We ought to be
confident that He will fulfill His promises. As is writ-
ten in Numbers 23:19, “God is not human, that he
should lie, not a human being, that he should change
his mind. Does he speak and then not act? Does he
promise and not fulfill?”

We are able to know the love that God has for
us through Jesus’ life and through the presence of the

Holy Spirit, and then to respond to God’s love by lov-



ing God (1 John 4). There is something natural about
trusting the one you love. Christians who experience an
intimate closeness with God are most blessed in being
able to relax in God’s love. That is, actively trusting
God is itself pleasurable. Suffering anxiety, by con-
trast, is not enjoyable. Fretful Christians who rely on
themselves in times of trouble, rather than expect de-
liverance from God, miss out on one of the best aspects
of belonging to God. Do not waste the ability to trust in
the Lord!

As a thought experiment, we might consider the
principle from Luke 16:10 that the believer who is
faithful in little matters will also be faithful in much,
with respect to God: the Lord our God who is faithful
in the biggest things will also be faithful in the small.
The God to whom we entrust our eternal futures is de-
serving of our trust in minute things. We may say or
think that we hope in God for our ultimate salvation.
Meanwhile, we doubt God’s goodness in the circum-
stances of our everyday lives. Is this logically feasible?
Does the fact that we worry about earthly matters—
which are small things, relative to our standing with
God—belie a lack of trust in God for our salvation? Is

it possible to trust that we will spend an eternity with



God in heaven but doubt that God’s sovereign hand
rests over the details of our day-to-day lives?

Many of the wishes of our hearts that we long
for God to fulfill—a loved one’s salvation, security in
times of transitions, solace in grief, a repaired relation-
ship, a restored son—are patently outside of our con-
trol. They are beyond the power of our “doing,” let
alone the power of our understanding, and so we are
forced to turn to an external source for help. In want-
ing to become people of trust, people who look upward
and find help that comes from the maker of heaven and
earth (Psalm 121:2), let us emulate King Hezekiah,
who “held fast to the LORD and did not stop following
him” (2 Kings 18:6a) and King Jesus, who faithfully
followed the Father’s will all the way to the cross and
committed His spirit into the Father’s hands (Luke
23:46). God’s trustworthiness extends through every
level.

Take comfort in this promise: “The LORD is
good, a stronghold in the day of trouble; and he
knoweth them that trust in him” (Nahum 1:7, KJV).
